
Regular Meeting Held July 28, 2009 
 

 
The minutes of the June 25, 2009 meeting were approved on a motion by J. Specht and 

seconded by T. Allen. 
 
A motion was made by J. Taylor to approve the July Treasurer’s Report.  A second was 

made by M. Beers.  The motion passed unanimously.   
 
Arts Council members prepared Individual and Corporate Sponsor letters to be mailed.   
 
Kelly reported that Holly Lubenesky is interested in being our Artist in Action this year.  

She has submitted photos of her work, which includes mosaic designs.  Kelly will see that Jenny 
Landis gets the submission.  Jenny also reported that she has another person interested in being 
our Artist in Action. 

 
Kelly will try to contact Jean and Larry Ecklund and find out if they are still willing to 

chair a Scholarship contest this year. 
 
Discussion was held regarding holding the Photo Contest for two days this year.  Sue 

Fisher indicated that she liked the fact that Festival Headquarters was moved this past year and 
allowed better visibility for the photos as well as better protection for them.  She will be asked if 
she is willing to let the photos up on Sunday also. 

 
The Student Art tent is usually empty on Sundays and various ideas were discussed about 

what the tent could be used for on Sunday.  We will try to contact the Dance School to see if they 
might be interested in performing that day. 

 
State Budget concerns regarding Arts grant funding was discussed.  At the present time, it 

does not seem likely that we will get a grant this year.  Fundraising is going to be crucial to 
maintain the Festival. 

 
Kelly mentioned hiring a Hot Air Balloon to draw visitors to the Festival.  She will get 

some details on costs, insurance, etc. 
 
Discussion was held regarding a Christmas Tour of Homes in Mifflin County to be 

sponsored by the Arts Council.  This will require a committee of 4 or 5 people to coordinate the 
event.  June Taylor will Co-Chair the committee and set up a meeting with others interested in 
helping.   

 
Mordine suggested raffling off one of her paintings in conjunction with the Christmas 

Tour.  In order for the Council to hold a raffle, we will need to get an organization that has a 
Raffle License to sponsor us.  Joyce said she will contact the Yeagertown Fire Company to see if 
they might be interested in doing this for us. 

 



Confusion arose over the dates set for the next Arts Festival; they previously were set for 
May 22 and 23, 2010.  After discussion, a motion was made to change dates to May 15 & 16, 
2010 by P. Olbrich and a second by J. Taylor.  The motion passed.  ** Secretary’s Note- 
Confusion arose over the date of Memorial Day in 2010.  After consulting a calendar, the Arts 
Festival dates were changed back to the original dates set in May by Council Officers after the 
meeting.  The Festival will be held May 22 and 23, 2010. 

 
The next meeting date is set for Tuesday, August 25th at 7PM at the Regional Business 

Center. 
 
There being no further business, T. Allen made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  P.
